• Develop and implement weekly practice schedules and develop yearly practice plans 

• Oversee on-ice practice sessions, develop team tactics and strategies, prepare players for 
games, manage the bench in game situations, and prepare written and verbal player evaluations 

• Transport players as required to and from school, games, etc.  

• Assist, attend and participate in meetings and conferences 

• Ensures student-athletes are adhering to the Code of Conduct and upholding the standards of 
OHA at all times  

• Ensures all OHG policies and procedures are being met by staff and student athletes  

• Assists with parent and player communication  
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• Promotes and markets student-athletes for future hockey opportunities   

• Assist with the execution of spring tryout camps and spring hockey teams
